@ In order to mount the BCD output unit (GP-XBCD)
and the controller communication unit (GP-XCOM) to
the controller, follow the procedures explained below.
@ Peel off the side seal of the ——

@ Mount the controller and the mounting frame on
the panel in the orientation shown in the figure
below. For details, refer to the GP-X series
user’s manual.

@ Mount the mounting bracket from the side.
If the bracket interferes with another unit or
the like and it cannot be mounted sideways,
mount from the rear while opening its arms.

* A ferrite clamp must be mounted within 10 mm of the
base of the cable with connector on one end for BCD
output unit (GP-XBCC3).

- In case of BCD output unit, wind the power cable
connected to the controller GP-X once around the
clamp filter for confomity to EMC directive.

When GP-XCOM is used, controllers cannot
communicate if their software versions are not
compatible. Use a correct combination, as shown below.,
For conforming method of the software version, or refer
to the user’s manual enclosed with the GP-Xeries.
